Minutes from Trainers’ meeting Friday 15th Jan 2010-01-15
Firstly thanks to Ian for hosting us and for Holly, Huw and Michaela (ST3 representative) coming along as well. We had apologies from Phil who was off skiing as if we hadn’t had enough snow here recently. 
Saunton – Chris Johnston has agreed to come to do all day Thursday 18th March on “Motivational Interviewing” but he won’t be requiring overnight accommodation. Mary thought he was asking for £450 plus travel expenses (we have £640 in the kitty).  I assume he will be having lunch with us but not evening meal (so that I can tell the hotel) On the Friday morning we will have non verbal communication with Wall E (Iain to organise), Pete will do a talk and Phil will lead a session on preparing for CSA. Paul is in contact with the drug reps re sponsorship and he says that he is hoping for a similar figure to last year.
Jeff is continuing to manage the website very successfully.
We discussed the e portfolio at length from registrars’ point of view and our own.  It was agreed to perhaps devote some time at a future meeting on this. Overall it was felt that the ST1, ST2 and ST3 doctors ought to be putting on one entry per week.  The point was made that doing it was like appraisals – after the hassle of doing it on reflection it may have been a useful tool and besides that it is the means by which the trainees are judged if they are borderline. We went off on numerous tangents re whose responsibility is it to ensure the e portfolios were completed, reflective learning, tick boxing and what it is like to be up before the panel.
Mentoring of ST1 by the ST3s was thought to be a good idea but very few of the ST1 or ST2 doctors are able to get away to come to the practice.
We talked about supply and demand of GP trainers and expertise being built up by experienced trainers for those who fail currently. Although they get double money for this it sounds like they earn it and it does have a knock on effect on the practice as a whole. 
We discussed the OOH arrangements for those in training, how best to have them supervised, training GPs already doing OOH to do clinical supervision who are not trainers  and how it should be paid for etc. (there was a lot more discussed than that). The upshot of this discussion was that Holly will convene a meeting with all the interested parties to try and sort it out.
We discussed the format of the AGM and Holly was encouraging us to come to it. We have all been circulated about it (on emotional intelligence) but apparently there hasn’t been a great response as yet.
Mervyn did remind folks that he would have completed his 3 years as convenor after Saunton and was stepping down from that role but as yet no-one had volunteered to take over the role
